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TEI-Swedish Cooperation anudileamindandenlng-aiamu

Professor Dr. Sanit Aksornkoae, President of the Thailand Environment Institute, and Mr Christer
Holsberg, Director of the Swedish Environmental Secretariat for Asia (SENSA), signed a Memorandum
of Understanding at the Swedish Embassy in December 2007. The two parties will cooperate to improve
the environmental situation in Thailand and the Greater Mekong Subregion. A key focus of this
cooperation will be environmental governance, in particular access to information, public participation

in decision making, and access to justice.
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Economic Potential of Agarwood liviauuazfingmmmaasusng

In cooperation with the Agricultural Research Development Agency (ARDA), Thailand
Environment Institute organized a seminar entitled "The Crisis of Agarwood and Thai Herbs" in June
2007. The meeting brought together farmers, researchers, forestry experts, herbal product manufacturers
and other stakeholders to exchange ideas and information on the current economic potential of
agarwood and herbs in Thailand. They also identified ways to promote and develop the economic
potential of such valuable plants sustainably. The seminar was organized in response to the Institute's
policy of promoting the sustainable use of local biodiversity, while ARDA aims to promote research and
development of indigenous agricultural resources.
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Coastal and Mangrove Rgsources Management
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As part of its policy to promote sustainable natural resources management, Thailand
Environment Institute joined forces with the Department of Marine and Coastal Resources (DMCR),
the Office of Natural Resources and Environmental Policy and Planning (ONEP) and the Department
of Mineral Resources in 2007 to organize a seminar on preventing coastal erosion. With support from
DMCR, the Institute also hosted a national conference on mangrove forest ecology in the same year.

Both events brought together diverse stakeholders to share perspectives and consider options
for strengthening coastal ecology and preventing coastal erosion, including sustainable management
of mangrove forest resources under the sufficiency economy framework. The latest research studies

on mangrove forest ecology were also presented during the national conference to give attendees a

picture of our current understanding of mangroves in Thailand.
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Green Education for Schoolchildren fawiaaaufnutete1%sy

The library of the Thailand Environment Institute serves as an environmental education center
for schoolchildren, and its researchers give lectures to young visitors. The main areas of environmental
education are climate change and green labelling. The idea is to introduce environmentally-friendly
products to future consumers and explain how they can play a part in saving resources and mitigating
global climate change. This is in response to the Institute's policy in focusing on schoolchildren as a
target that can confribute to a long-term environmental sustainability.
