GLOBAL WARMING IN THE THAI CONTEXT

To mark its fifteenth anniversary in 2008, TEI organized a major conference
on “Global Warming in the Thai Context.” Held on July 29, the
conference attracted some 2,500 participants from the state sector,
businesses, local government organizations, civil society
organizations, local communities, academic institutes and schools.
Participants deliberated on a range of topics, including climate

change impacts and adaptation in Thailand, the opportunities for
the state and private sectors, the role of youth and local
communities in mitigating climate change, research and
development, and Thailand’s role in international negotiations
on a new global climate regime. Together with its partners, TEI
will use the recommendations of the conference as a guide for
formulating policies, strategies and action plans to prevent and

respond to any future effects of climate change.
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
