Many of the TBCSD's projects are focused to
pursue environmental improvement activities in partnership
with business enterprises and to promote corporate social
activities, which benefit the general public.

The TBCSD projects are categorized into three main
programs; (1) policy development in Thailand; (2) capacity
building with regard fo business competitiveness and good
practices; and (3) raising public awareness of cultural and
environmental issues.

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Thai Green Label Project, implemented and administered by
TBCSD,entered its 12" year in 2005. Toupgrade environmental
barometer of the product under the project, TBCSD last year
enlarged the scope of green label regulation applicable to
fwo frequently-used product groups: paper and photocopying
machine. As of December 2005, there are 39 product
groups under TBCSD green label regulation. 169 models of |
17 product groups available in the market are Green Label |
certified. All of the green products are from 31 manufacturers.
Additionally, mobile units of green label project were
launched last year targeting school students to make green
products better known among potential consumers and to
raise their awareness about environmental impact created
by present-day pattern of consumption.

Green Rwenne Cummunlty
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To exercise corporate social responsibility, TBCSD, in its
second year, continued to support a campaign for a clean
treatment and reduction of waste inside an ethnic Mon
community on Koh Kref (Kret Island) in the Chao Phraya
River, north of Bangkok. Amway (Thailand) Ltd, member of
TBCSD, provided an initial support to establish a garbage
bank for the island community to sort out recyclable and
non-recyclable garbage, which, in turn, contributed to waste
reduction.  Study tours were organized for the community
residents to visit other garbage bank and waste - recycling
center on the mainland. Thus, they were able to leam about
the practice to set up their own garbage bark. To get a real
touch of the community, fifty members of TBCSD took a cruise
tour along the river in May last year to visit the island. They
met with local residents, visited their farm orchards and
community femples and leamed about their development plan.
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Boosting Green for Students
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Initiated in 2004 by TBCSD and the Assumption University
in Bangkok to promote sustainable business practices
among business students, Center for Sustainable Enterprise
Management (C-SEM) in 2005 implemented a lot of project
activities. The publication of a book in Thai language entitled
“A Sustainable Step”, which is a collection of case studies of
environment-fiendly practices of business of 20 comporations,
is due to be completed in 2006. The aim is to develop the
book as a leaming medium for business students. Other
activities involved a setting up of a website as a forum to
exchange information on sustainable business practices and
management and special lectures for students delivered by
members of TBCSD.
TBCSD also reached out to students of basic education b}r
co-organising “Young Writers Award” with Energy, Industry
and Environment Program of Thailand Environment
Institute (TEl)} to instill a sense of environment-friendly
business in the two target groups: elementary and secondary
school students. The contestants submitted their written work
on either “environment and energy" or “business for
environment”, Twenty nine students were awarded for their
excellent pieces by TBCSD chairman, Mr. Anand Panyarachun.
Their work were published in "Plibal” journal of Thailand
Environment Institute.
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Keeplng Apace of Green
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To be on a forefront of environmental business practices,
TBCED has constantly developed self-improvement as the
first stepping stone. In the year 2005, TBCSD organized a
total of five seminars, workshops and training activities to
enhance corporate capacity for its members. The focal
themes consisted of environmental communication, corporate
social responsibility, knowledge management, learning
organization and SOF| Sustainability Software. The last one
was a tool to assist the production of corporate report on
sustainability, which became a big draw for the members.
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
